The PCSO gave a summary of the report for the months of May and June. Incidents included in the report are

: Moped ceased for no insurance, theft of football boots, suspicious vehicle, parking issues in Beechfields, Drink driving arrest, Mini moped riding, 7 thefts of pedal cycles, parked van causing obstruction Whitlow Lane/Regent Street, 4 properties damaged on the Bovis Homes site. PCSO highlighted the spate of cycle thefts which seemed to be occurring over night from unlocked gardens, he will arrange to visit the school to speak to the children regarding cycle security. School have reported dog waste fouling on their playing field.

	Open Public Forum - It was reported that damage had occurred to the surface of the playing field during the Crow Fair and bins were over full and had not been emptied. The Clerk confirmed that a letter of thanks had been received from the Committee which confirmed that the surface will be made good. New locks have been put in place at both entrances and keys have been provided which will be retained by the Clerk. Arrangements have been made   for the contractor to empty the bins twice weekly during the summer holidays Fridays and Mondays.
Cllr Sinar updated the meeting regarding the Weaver Square consultation which has now started. There will be free parking for 4 hours on the Barons Key site.
