· The Parish Clerk advised that there have been no expressions of interest in the current Parish Council vacancies. 
· Dean Sanders and Graham Scott are currently liaising to ensure the uploading of the newly designed Web Site Pages. Progress is anticipated in the next couple of weeks.
· Repairs/Improvements to the Play Area Equipment, as highlighted in recent Monthly Inspection Reports, will be undertaken in the next month.

· Final judging for the Moulton In Bloom Prize for 2014 has now been completed by CWAC Cllr. Weltman. The Prizes will be awarded at the December Parish Council Meeting.
· The Annual Village Walk, in conjunction with CWAC, was undertaken on Wednesday 16 July 2014. Topics discussed included potholes, grass cutting, pavement tidiness, footpath access, overhanging tree branches, Regent Street Backs upkeep and various highways matters. A couple of issues remain outstanding and the Parish Clerk will take these forward with CWAC.
· Dixon Rigby Keogh have stated their intention to submit an Invoice for work done in 2012 regarding ownership of the re-fenced section of Hillside Lane. The Invoice has not yet been received.
· Details of the 2014 Community Grant Scheme are now available on the Parish Council Web Site.
· Cheshire Community Development Trust again ran a Summer Playscheme in the village during the first two weeks of the School Summer Holidays. Average attendance was 14 in week one and 10 in week two, down on previous years.

	Administrative and Community Matters
i. to receive an update from the Moulton Projects Working Group Meeting held on 26 August 2014 and to agree Projects to be taken forward
The Group has made considerable progress in sourcing and costing CCTV Equipment for the War Memorial/Playing Field area – the preferred supplier is Tristram Aspinall who has quoted £4,174. The Group is also set to commence creation of the Community Resilience Plan. The Heritage Trail Project will be revisited once the CCTV Equipment has been finalised, as will plans for improvements/developments at Regent Street Backs.
Resolved: to agree in principal to the installation of CCTV equipment by Tristram Aspinall at the War Memorial/Playing Field at the cost of £4,174. Moulton Children’s Playing Field Trust to be asked to fund 50% of the project costs. A letter is to be sent to MADCA asking if they will consider providing a degree of funding for the project.
ii. to discuss War Memorial Car Park Issues 

Cllr. Harris is to visit the owner of the Mercedes Van, which is regularly parked overnight at the War Memorial Car Park, later this week asking him/her to park the vehicle elsewhere. He will report back at the next Parish Council Meeting, at which time the question of new signage can be revisited.

· Cllrs. Burgess and Wood are attending a Minosus Liaison Group Meeting on 24 September 2014. This will include a trip down into the mine.

· Cllr. Watkinson commented on scam e-mails currently in circulation to which viruses are attached. It is recommended that e-mails (and attachments) are only opened from known sources.

· Cllr. Aston advised that he has been invited to open the Verdin Club Beer Festival which is being staged on 3/4 October 2014.
