Margaret Newton commented that she understood that Agreement has been given to Richborough Estates to allow piling on the land off Barnside Way (relates to Planning App. 14/01727/S73). Cllr.Weltman, who later spoke privately with Mrs Newton, advised that no final decision has been made on this Application as Legal Papers are still awaited.
Mrs Newton stated that Bovis are in the process of purchasing the land off Barnside Way from Mr. Young. She understands that papers have been filed with the Land Registry to effect the change of ownership. 

It was noted that the Statutory Notices regarding Planning Application 14/04213/TPO did not appear to have been posted by CWAC. Additionally, property owners in the vicinity were not written to as part of the Consultation Process. CWAC Cllr. Weltman agreed to take these points forward with CWAC Planning.

· Moss Haselhurst are constantly chasing CWAC Legal Services to have the Lease for Weaver Road Play Area ready for signature. CWAC Cllr. Weltman will also ask CWAC Legal Services to expedite matters.

Installation of CCTV Equipment – CWAC Planning have been approached to check whether Planning Permission is required. A response is still awaited. It has been agreed to allow Moulton Royal British Legion to attach cameras to the recording equipment.

Weaver Road Play Area Project – Cllr. Bowie is finalising a Grant Application which, if successful, will generate funding of up to £4,000 towards the project.
